The Elder Index Exposes the Economic Vulnerability of Older Adults in Wisconsin 
 

The Elder Index provides a startling picture of what 

Wisconsin’s older adults face in retirement. Social 

Security is the sole source of income for one in five

incomes also live below statewide and county Elder 

Indexes. This demonstrates that even those with 

retirement incomes that include personal retirement 

accounts, savings and pensions may fall short of 

economic security. This problem is most severe for 

single elder women.   

Recommendations

Assist with the rising health care costs by expanding 

eligibility for health care programs, including raising the

income limit for the Medicare Savings Programs, and 

removing asset limits in programs such as SeniorCare. 

 

Support programs that reduce elders housing costs, by 

creating a housing subsidy for Medicaid waiver recipients 

to save the state nursing facility costs and increasing the 

Homestead Tax Credit Benefit to low and modest-income 

homeowners and renters.
