In addition, Joan Kuriansky
presented on the state of lifelong economic security for women and families at the
recent Economic Justice Summit convened by NOW Foundation, Institute for Women's
Policy Research and the National Council of Negro Women. Per usual, during the
various workshops we were pleased to hear from stakeholders out in the field on ways
the information could be made more useful to them and new areas of policy to pursue.

WOW received very competitive applications for new state lead partners. We were
pleased to receive extremely thorough and thoughtful applications.

WHAT and WHY it Matters: Food Stamps

WHAT are FOOD STAMPS?

Food Stamps provide electronic benefits, to be used like cash and distributed via debit
cards, to low-income individuals and families to purchase food items at their local
grocery stores. The program is managed at the federal level by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) through its Food and Nutrition Service. State agencies oversee the
program at the state and local levels and are responsible for fielding applications,
determining eligibility and allotment and administering the benefit to recipients.

The Food Stamps program is a means-tested program; as such, eligibility is determined
by the following household asset and income requirements:

v" A household must have no more than $2,000 in countable assets or $3,000 for
families in which one person is 60 years or older or disabled. Certain items,
such as a home and vehicle, are not included as assets;

v’ Gross monthly income must be 130 percent or less of the federal poverty level.
After which, net monthly income is calculated by subtracting child care, earned
income and other approved deductions. Net monthly income must be 100
percent or less of Federal poverty guidelines. Elders and disabled persons are
only subject to the net monthly income test.

WHY does it MATTER?

For an elder in good health, the median annual social security payment totals
$11,900, with considerable variation by gender and race. As such, an elder’s
Social Security income in and of itself often disqualifies him or her from
receiving food stamp benefits.

Given that most retired elders are not able to deduct the most common
expenses, including earned income and child care, those that do qualify
typically receive the minimum allotment, totaling a mere $10 per month.
This $10 minimum monthly benefit has not changed since 1977. If indexed
for inflation, according to the Food Research and Action Center (FRAC), the
minimum benefit would now be close to $35.

In addition, the rapidly rising cost of groceries is severely squeezing the
budgets of low-income households. Even for families and elders receiving
food stamps and/or other nutrition assistance, prices are increasing faster
than benefits, sending numerous households to emergency food sources such
as food banks, pantries and other community service programs to try and
cover the difference.

Data You Can Use: Food Stamps

v" Food insecurity is much more common among low-income seniors — those
with incomes below 130 percent of the poverty line (i.e., those eligible for food
stamps). Some 17.6 percent of low-income seniors living with others are
food insecure, as are more than 12 percent of low-income seniors who
live alone.

v" According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, the cost of food at home rose 5.1
percent between February 2007 and February 2008, and double-digit
increases on many staple items generated consumer concern. During the same
time period, bread prices rose by 12 percent, rice and pasta by 13
percent, cheese by 15 percent, milk by 17 percent, and eggs by 25 percent.

v' A recent study commissioned by the USDA compares the Food Stamp Program

What ' s happening with funding?

Federal funding for food and nutrition assistance programs this year and next remains
in a state of flux, as Congress attempts to address potential program shortfalls due to
caseload increases and rampant food price inflation. Actions currently pending in the
Congress include a fiscal year 2008 supplemental appropriation to shore up program
funding, completion of a fiscal year 2009 budget resolution to set spending parameters
for next year, and a second economic stimulus package to jump-start an economy that
appears headed for recession.

The “Economic Stimulus II” package that is currently under consideration may include
a temporary increase in the Food Stamp allotments and additional money for The
Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP), along with an extension of
unemployment benefits and additional funding for home energy assistance.

Wh a t appenimg with reauthorization?

As Congress’ self-imposed April 18 deadline rapidly approaches, Congressional leaders
are voicing their commitment to resolve the issues regarding the bill that contains
Food Stamps - the Farm Bill. Congress remains at a stalemate on the bill. To the dismay
of many, the ultimate outcome may be another short-term extension of current law,
expiration of current programs and a reversion to permanent laws that are decades
old, or the fashioning of legislation to implement new agriculture and food policies.

According to Senate Agriculture Committee Chair Tom Harkin (D-IA), “Two big
obstacles remain to finishing the Farm Bill: 1) detailing the source of the $10 billion in
added Farm Bill funding that was set several weeks ago; and 2) resolving a very sharp
disagreement between the Senate and the House on whether to include a tax package
of several billion dollars as an attachment to the Farm Bill.”

Meanwhile, interests both inside and outside of the Congress are getting impatient.
Representative Jim McGovern (D-MA), an outspoken supporter of anti-hunger
programs, including Food Stamps, urged speedy resolution of the Farm Bill to help low-
income Americans in need: "Families going to food banks aren't enthusiastic about
their struggles. People applying for food stamps aren't enthusiastic about the tough
choices they're forced to make because their food stamp benefit isn't keeping up with
the price of milk. Seniors aren't enthusiastic about having to take their medicines
on an empty stomach.”

On April 9%, House Speaker Nancy Pelosi appointed 49 members of the House,
including 32 Democrats and 17 Republicans, as Farm Bill conferees. The appointees
were drawn from the Agriculture Committee and 11 other committees with
jurisdiction beyond the Agriculture Committee. Many advocates hope the conference
will yield a successful reauthorization soon. Advocates for seniors are especially
interested in seeing this bill enacted because it includes language which would exempt
retirement savings as assets and raise the minimum allotment.

Getting Started in Wisconsin!

WOW is thrilled to see the Elder Economic Security Initiative take off in Wisconsin! On
March 26, the Wisconsin Women’s Network convened its first meeting of statewide
stakeholders. Nearly 50 participants attended from a variety of agencies and
professions representing the interests of elders, caregivers and low-income families.

The meeting included presentations by staff from WOW and the Gerontology Institute
at the University of Massachusetts-Boston to introduce the Elder Economic Security
Initiative and the Elder Economic Security Standard Index. Afterwards, the Wisconsin
participants engaged in a fruitful discussion on the potential uses of the Index in
Wisconsin and on what policy recommendations to consider as the Initiative moves
forward. In the weeks that follow, a series of work groups will meet via conference call
to plan next steps in Wisconsin.

Questions from the Field and Answers

(): Has the data from the Elder Economic Security Initiative Program ever been applied

in a manner that you did not anticipate, such as for advocacy purposes that the
Initiative does not support?

A: When releasing policy action research, any group or organization always runs the
risk of seeing the information used in ways it did not intend. Data can equally serve to
help one’s case or harm one’s case. This question speaks to the importance of how the
dialogue concerning economic security is framed. The more success the Elder
Economic Security Initiative and its many partners and supporters are in shaping the
messages that coincide with releasing the data, both nationally and in the states, the
more likely it serves the Initiative’s broader goals of promoting the economic well-
being of elders and their families and assuring that seniors are able to age in place with
dignity.

(): Does the Elder Economic Security Standard Index speak to the issues facing the
growing number of grandparents raising grandchildren?

A: At this time, the Index does not reflect the economic situation of grandparents
raising grandchildren. Nevertheless, the available data can still be used to speak to the
challenges facing low-income elders raising children. The Index measures costs for a
single elder or a couple to be self-sufficient and advocates can use this data to illustrate
what an elder needs for his or her own well-being notwithstanding the significant
additional costs, such as those for food, education, and healthcare, that accompany
raising a child.

In addition, the Family Economic Self-Sufficiency Standard is available as a tool to
speak to the living costs of by families with children. Over the long term, achieving
WOW’s intergenerational vision will involve updating our tools of income adequacy to
reflect a greater variety of family compositions and economic circumstances.

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Based on a wide scale survey of leadership competency models from a range of
national and global companies, Goleman concludes that the combination of self-
awareness, self-regulation, motivation, empathy and social skills, the core components of
what he defines as emotional intelligence, are the key determinants of leadership
capacity.
